Simultaneously, Russian chanson, including blatnaya muzika (prison
folklore), was becoming mainstream in the Soviet Union. Songs devoted to
criminal themes became increasingly common in live concerts, and chanson
was broadcast on radio and television.

The first significant political riots in Soviet Kazakhstan
accompanied by violent unrest took place in December 1986
in Alma-Ata and became also known as Jeltogsan. That was
one of the first large-scale protests against the dictate of
USSR central authorities.

The unrest is triggered by Gorbachev’s decision to remove the
first secretary of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan,
Dinmukhamed Kunaev, from his post and replace him with the
first secretary of the Ulyanovsk Regional Party Committee,
Gennady Kolbin, who never worked in Kazakhstan.

On December 16, the protest
begins as a peaceful
demonstration. Groups of
young Kazakhs come to
Brezhnev Square in Alma-Ata
demanding to retract Kolbin's
appointment. The USSR
authorities order the Ministry
of Internal Affairs to disperse

Rumors about the dispersal of the rally immediately spread
throughout the city. In the morning of December 17, a huge
crowd of young people gathers in Brezhnev Square in front of

the Kazakh Communist Party offices. The protesters hold
posters with such slogans as “Self-determination now!” and
“To each people — their own leader!”

On the same day, the state of emergency is introduced in
certain areas of Kazakhstan. By nightfall, the authorities
decide to drive the protesters from the square by force. More
than 3,500 policemen and forces of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs conduct the operation using armored vehicles and fire
trucks.

According to official statistics, more than 1,700 people are
heavily injured as a result of the clashes. The police arrest
